Read Acts 16:24-25 

Have you heard this story before? Do you 
know what happened before Paul and Silas 
were thrown in jail? They were beaten. And 
yet Paul and Silas chose to pray and sing to 
God. While chained and probably in a ton of 
pain, they were grateful. Paul and Silas knew 
that God was with them, just as he was with 
Jesus when He suffered on the cross. 

 
It’s not easy but you can adjust your attitude 
to gratitude just like Paul and Silas. This week, 
when you find yourself about to complain 
about something, think of a way to turn it into 
a praise. Instead of focusing on what’s wrong, 
look for something to be grateful for. 

Read Colossians 4:2 

According to today’s verse, what should you 
give a lot of time and effort to?
